The Privilege to Serve

It was a powerful moment for me when Bishop Peter
officially installed me as pastor of St. Rose last
Sunday.

- Heis to make every effort...so that the
message of the gospel comes also to those
who have ceased to practice of their religion
or do not profess the true faith.

- The pastor is to see to it that the Most Holy
Eucharist is the center of the parish assembly
of the faithful.

- Heisto work so that the Christian faithful are
nourished through the devout celebration of
the sacraments and, in a special way, that they
frequently approach the sacraments of the
Most Holy Eucharist and penance.

- Heis also to endeavor that they are led to the
practice of preacher even as families and take
part consciously and actively in the sacred
liturgy.

- In order to fulfill his office diligently, a pastor
is to strive to know the faithful entrusted to
his care.

- Heis to work so that spouses and parents are
supported in fulfilling their proper duties and
is to foster growth of Christian life in the
family.

Awesome, beautiful focus; but awesome responsibility.
In a nutshell, we want priests to be priests after the
heart of Jesus the Pastor Bonus, the Good Shepherd. 1
know I cannot be all this to you, but I know that | want
to.
